The book features a chapter by Judge (and former State Senator) Steven P. Perskie, who provides a detailed account of the political challenges that existed in the 1970s as he led the initiative to legalize casino gambling in Atlantic City.

Brian Tyrrell, Ph.D., Associate Professor, Hospitality and Tourism Management at Stockton and the book’s other editor, explained the importance of compiling the information into one comprehensive resource, “Casino gaming has had a major impact on Atlantic City and the state of New Jersey over the past thirty years, influencing major components of the city and state’s infrastructure including marketing, tourism, jobs, transportation, and the overall economy of each. The book chronicles how those areas, among others, have been impacted by the arrival of casino gaming in Atlantic City in 1978.”
