“A Wild Ride” chronicles the 40 year history of Morey's Piers, from its beginnings as a giant slide operated by Wilbert C. Morey in 1969 to its rise as an amusement empire which includes three piers and two waterparks in Wildwood and North Wildwood, with 111 rides and attractions, six coasters, 37 games and 25 food outlets. Written by Jack Wright, of Exit Zero Publishing in Cape May, the book also peeks into a future where a coaster spans two piers over the beach.

Morey’s Piers was selected from numerous nominations submitted from across New Jersey.  According to the New Jersey Department of State, Division of Travel & Tourism and the New Jersey Travel Industry Association, the honorees represent a group of organizations who have shown exemplary dedication to New Jersey's tourism industry. These organizations vary in size, and many have been able to attain impressive results on modest budgets. The award winners targeted out-of-state visitors, increased the visitor's length of stay, and drove home the message that New Jersey is a travel destination second to none. All were able to illustrate this through their nomination by firmly and reliably tracking their return on investment.
